Types of Events: 
Ambulatory Event
Admission to Hospital, Admission to Nursing Facility, Change in Condition, Client Behavior, Client Elopement, Death, Emergency Room Visit, Fall, Medication Related, Outpatient Procedure or Surgery
Non-Clinical Event
Alleged Abuse, Neglect, Exploitation, Alleged Theft or damage to belongings, Home safety, Police involvement, Vehicle accident

Hierarchy of Event type
1. Fall – Any event that includes a fall should be categorized as a fall. If the event includes any of the other event categories (i.e. Admission to Hospital, Admission to Nursing Facility, Emergency Room Visit, etc.) it should still be reported as a fall and information regarding the secondary event type should be added to the brief description or added via the available drop downs. 

2. Death - Any event that includes death of a client (except for fall) should be categorized as Death. If the event includes any of the other event categories (i.e. Change in Condition, Emergency Room Visit, etc.) it should still be reported as Death and information regarding the secondary event type should be added to the brief description or added via the available drop downs. 

3. Admission to Hospital- Any event that includes hospital admission (except for fall and death) should be categorized as Admission to Hospital. If the event includes any of the other event categories (i.e. Change in Condition, Emergency Room Visit, etc.) it should still be reported as Admission to Hospital and information regarding the secondary event type should be added to the brief description or added via the available drop downs. 

4. Emergency Room Visit - Any event that includes an ER visit (except for fall, death, and admission to hospital) should be categorized as Emergency Room Visit. If the event includes any of the other event categories (i.e. Change in Condition, Admission to Nursing Facility, etc.) it should still be reported as Emergency Room Visit and information regarding the secondary event type should be added to the brief description or added via the available drop downs. 
5. Change in Condition - Any event that includes a change in condition (except for fall, death, admission to hospital, and emergency room visit) should be categorized as Change in Condition. If the event includes any of the other event categories (i.e. Medication related, Client behavior, etc.) it should still be reported as Change in Condition and information regarding the secondary event type should be added to the brief description or added via the available drop downs.
